Battery Back Up

2. When AC power i3 off, the batteries will power the clock to keep frack of the time. The LCD backlight and projection clock will be off.

TO SELECT 12HR/24 HR. TIME FORMAT
Use a sharp object to press 12724 buiton once to sefect 12HR {with PM indicator) or 24 HR time format.

TO ADJUST LCD BACKLIGHT
Skde the HI-LO Dimmer switch to adjust LCD backlight to your comfortable leve! in the dark.

TO TURN OMIOFF THE PROJECTION CLOCK

Slide the PROJECTION ON'OFF awiteh to tum on/off the blue projection clock. Rotate the projection wheel on
the left to your desired position of the projected time onto the wall / ceiling. You could adjust the contrast of the
blue projected time by using the FOCUS rofler on the projection wheel.

TO TURN OMIOFF THE MW and FM RADIO
1) Preas the RADIO bution once to tum onfoff the radio. RADIO ON icon will appear when you tum on the radio.
2) Slide the MW or FM switch an the right side of the clock radio to select MW or FM radio channel. KHz icon will appear for MW and MHz will
appear for FM channel.
3) Tum the TUNING dial to select your desired radio stafion.
4} For best radio receplion, always untie and release the FM antenna or Adjust put your clock radio away from other electronics like TV, Cell Phone, computer
ete.
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TO USE RADIO SLEEP TIMER
Press SLEEP once the fime digits change fo 05 with SLEEP icon on. Press SLEEP again to select sleep timer duraticn from 5 minutes up fo
1 hour 30 minutes. The LCD display will go back to normal time dizplay in few seconds.

The radio keeps on and then tums off until the end of the skeep timer duration. To stop the sleep ttmer, press SNOOZE once.

TO READ THE FREGUENCY STATION ON THE LCD DISPLAY
When radio is furned on, the radio frequency will be displayed instantly for around 10 seconds.
You could tum the TUNING dial to select your desired radio station.

To go back normal time display, press + / Display button once. Press again to go back to radic frequency display for around 10 seconds.

TROUBLE SHOOTING
Press the RESET buiton once when the LCD display imelevant time or calendar. Once you do this, your clock will be reset to defaull setling and needs to be
up-dated.
